

CEMETERY COMMISSIONER'S MEETING
OCTOBER 16, 2014


Special meeting was called for October 16, 2014 regarding the Water Feature at the Cemetery.


Meeting  started at 9:30 am at the Hearse House in the cemetery and then went to the back of the cemetery to discuss the location of the water display with Virginia Stewart of Virginia Stewart Design of Allston.  Pope Hoffman and Carol Jackman were present at 9:30 am and Bill Herd joined them at 10:05 am.   
 

Virginia Stewart was very interested in bidding on the job if it takes place.  When Bill Herd arrived it seemed he had a number of people that were making donations of materials needed for the water display; i.e., rocks, a bench, etc. that Pope and Carol were not aware of.  He also noted that if the project came under $5,000 to build the committee did not have to go out to bid.  Virginia's reaction to Bill's presentation was that she would wait before doing any drawings and estimates until after Bill presents the entire project at the next cemetery meeting.  Bill would also have Nature Works at the next meeting to make a presentation and an update on their cost for the construction.  Nature Works was the original and only contact for the water display a number of years ago.


This meeting was prompted because the Selectmen wish to meet with the entire committee to discuss the plans.  They had originally asked the Commissioners to attend a meeting on October 23rd, but Bill Herd requested to have the meeting moved to November 5th as this would give time to get a current cost, along with actual donation of goods, for the Selectmen's meeting.  The Selectmen do require a form to be completed for each and every donation that would be given for this and that the form would then have to be approved at one of their meetings before moving ahead.
