2) Summer Internships - Chris Poulsen reported there was much interest in DRC Summer Internships offered for the first time.  17 voiced initial interest and commitment, with an eventual 11 being placed among 5 projects.  Enthusiastic Interns met with and interviewed a variety of experts including Kathi Mirza/MA DEP and town officials including Martin Gordon of Wellesley Highway Department, Carol Rubenstein/Sherborn Recycling Committee.  A great learning experience, terrific teamwork and great service to this town committee were all benefits of  the many hours these students have spent this summer.  Projects included: 
a) DRC Website Updated Design and Content – Intern: Catherine Mangeym.  Chris took the committee through the changes, which were modeled after Council on Aging, and okay’d by Craig Hughes and Carol Lisbon.  
b) DRC Pamphlet – Intern: Chloe Williams.  Chris took the committee through the new pamphlet, which utilizes content from existing New Resident letter, but has been made to be more pictorial - modeled after a pamphlet used in Cambridge. 
c) Transfer Station – Inters: Stefan Brown, John Lee, Tray Tibbetts.  Moveable display has been constructed for use at the Transfer Station.  Constructed to make Rain Barrels, Food Scraps bin and Compost bin more visable, to encourage participation in these town programs.  Pamphlet  display has been painted as well.
d) Study of best practices managing waste – Interns: Hannah Lui, Tatiana Gelaf, Fiona Gray to presented findings
e) Study of best practices Sustainability – Interns: Emily Cunningham, Vickie Friesen, Preksha Ashk presented findings

3) Dover Days – Chris Poulsen and Mike Kinchla reviewed plans for Dover Days.  This year’s Display to include visual representation of the tonnage of trash generated per household per year in Dover (2100 lbs), as well as Dover’s percentage of trash Recycled (24%) as compared to percentages in neighboring towns (Medfield, Natick, Needham, Sherborn & Wellesley).  Display will include an entire month’s worth of Redeemed Aluminum Cans and Plastic Bottle  with a contest to guess the number of containers in the bags.  Pigs from the Millis Farm have been arranged for, and a “Name the Pigs” contest will award $20 to the names selected.  Interns Stephan Brown and Tray Tibbetts contributed time to the setting up of this massive display, including an audio/visual loop of Single Stream Processing center.
