
Council on Aging Board Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at 10:00AM 

· A motion to accept the minutes of June 3, 2014 was made by C. Johnston and seconded by L. Theodos.  Minutes accepted except for one change in minutes of the Van. M. Dilg reported we need only signage and registration. 
· A motion to accept the Treasurer’s report for July for FY2014 was made by L.Theodos and seconded by C. Johnston.  All in favor.  J. Claypoole distributed financial reports for Gift and Grant Funds and Appropriation Statement.  J. Claypoole reported that Formula Grant for FY14 was spent.

Old Business
· Van for Seniors – there have been no changes since last month.  Waiting for the colors on the van and for insurance then the town will advertise for a driver.  Paint and COA logo were discussed. Dark Green was the color chosen for side stripe with white lettering.
· Caryl Community Center Priorities – J. Claypoole reported that K. Warnick had requested input from COA on use of Caryl Community Ctr. The minutes from January 23, 2013 were reviewed which listed concerns/improvements needed at Caryl which the Board had identified before moving. After Board discussion the following were listed as priorities:
1. Air conditioning in COA Office and Room 108 (Blue Room).  
2. Install railing out back stair entry way and from Springdale Ave to front door.

3. Renovate bathrooms.  J.Claypoole has meeting with Administration regarding this matter. Board members made suggestions which she will bring to meeting.

4. Back stairs-covered treads for stairs with bright strip on edging.

5. Rug in the hallway to wipe feet, same as Town Hall.

6. Install Security button at reception desk

7. Wi-Fi in the Blue room (room 108).
New Business
· COA Website- J.Claypoole discussed changes in COA website and that newsletter now directs people to register on line as well as via phone.  Property Tax Worker M.Schmid helps update website for COA.
Ongoing Business
· Chairperson’s Report –B. Hagan discussed the following members terms are up.  M. Dilg, L. Theodos, C. Groman and A. Baranick.  B. Hagan said J. Devine had to be reappointed to the CMAC Committee.  L. Theodos made a motion to appoint J. Devine to another term on the Committee.  M. Dilg seconded. All in favor. B. Hagan noted June Circle of Friends lunch at Grace Church was a BBQ and was well organized and a fun event.  B. Hagan stated that dependent on Selectmen’s vote later this month, there may be a Town meeting in September regarding property on Springdale Ave. She stated info on this issue was on Town website.
· Director’s Report – J. Claypoole reported the following: 
· The Formula Grant for FY2015 remains at $9,168. The budget is due August 11th to Dept of Elder Affairs. Info packet will be sent this week to Board of Selectmen’s office for Acceptance of Grant by Board of Selectmen at July 9th meeting.
· Air conditioning in COA Room 116 is still not scheduled.  K.Warnick updated the COA that project has to collect bids and then a contractor will be selected to install. He stated it is a top priority and he will keep COA updated.  No install schedule has been set.
· Due to low attendance, there will be no exercise in July and August. Class will resume in September.  No Zumba Gold class in summer but will also return in Sept.
· The Metro West Health Foundation grant for COA Nurse & Caregiver Services was not accepted.  The COA is still waiting for response re: Bay Path Title III Grant.

· July Luncheon next week is “A Summer Social” on July 8th at Caryl.
· The Annual Powisset Picnic with Sherborn COA is August 8th at Powisset Farm.
· The COA, in consultation with Town Accountant, requested to move $2,800 from the Reserve Fund to cover payroll for instructors reclassified from contractor status, according to IRS Regulations. Warrant Committee approved on June 25th. 
· No weekly craft classes in summer. B. McGaw will conduct a card making class on Monday, August 18.
· An Intro to Yoga class is being developed for Fall with R. Kerr, Yoga instructor. Class will be held for 4-5 weeks and size limited.  Current class is under review for expanding from 1 hr to 1 ½ hrs per students’ request. 

· Newsletter used new logo designed by DSHS senior Shelby Robin on cover page for July/August. Front format was changed and RSVP line added at bottom of front page to direct to website to register or for more info on programs. 

· Thanks to volunteers L. Devine and C. Jackman for their help while Administrative Assistant was on medical leave.  They are still helping some mornings.
· Travel Committee – C. Johnston reported the following:
· Travel Committee met with Sherborn yesterday.

· Next trip is a Docent Tour of Madeline Albright’s Pins at Wellesley College’s Davis Museum on July 14th.

· Other options discussed were: Roseland Cottage; Boston Pops, Salem Cross Inn or Gore Place during December and the Heritage Museum,  river cruise, York, Maine as possibilities in the spring.

· CMAC – (Discussed on Old Business)
· Bay Path Report– G. Thisse reported on Bay Path.  There are 4 people from Dover being seen by them.  They now have 106 employees and looking to expand their programs.
· Board Member Items –
· A. Baranick resigned and stated she has enjoyed her time on the Board and as Treasurer and hoped that someone would help J. Claypoole with reports.

· B. Murphy reported that Bocce team purchased a brick in memory of Bob Bond to be placed at the bocce court at The Center at Medfield .  Bocce moves to Medfield for the summer starting July 11th.  The High Tea was successful.  Every one enjoyed it. Iced tea and Games set for August 12th.
